
Objectives
▪    To use PHP to read a JSON file and build the UI for a page that allows a user to take a
review or graded assessment.

Project setup
The site you are to create should be called mp07. In other words, you must create a project
folder with this name and under it you should add all the files.


Create a folder called mp07 and this is where all project files will be kept. When finished with project, put this folder in a zip file. 

Project Assessment
Each phase will have its own requirements and assessed independently. However, each phase
will be cumulative, i.e. it will build on previous efforts. By the end of the course you will have a
single web based application that will include all the technologies and features you will learn
this semester.

You will be assessed on two levels, [1] Requirements implementation and [2] Requirements interpretation.

[1] Requirements implementation
This level measures how thoroughly you implemented the requirements. You are expected to
implement all of the requirements of course, and doing so will earn you 70% of the total marks.
Any requirements not implemented will incur a penalty, proportionate to its overall importance
to the project.

[2] Requirements interpretation
This level measures how well you interpret the requirements. This basically means how well you
design the UI - in terms of efficiency, layout, user friendliness, code clarity, readability, and so
on. Implementing a requirement therefore is not enough, you must take it to the next step. This
level is worth 30% of the total marks and will be assessed based on your overall efforts. Yes,
this is subjective, so remember, the TA and instructor are the clients you are trying to please,
so if in doubt consult them.

Site Requirements
The application we are trying to build is a test/quiz assessment tool that can be used to
administer various types of assessment/tutorial/practicum modules. The requirements for this
phase are as follows:

(1) Create your mp07 project from scratch once again, but do not copy/paste mp06. Simply use any old files you may need, like the .css file or the .js files, .json file and any .php that you think you may want to reuse.
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(2) Last mp had you create a web based app that allows an instructor to create a graded/review assessment, and save it as a JSON file. Now we are read to use this file.

Create a web based app that reads the JSON file and dynamically creates the UI for the page that will allow a user to take the graded/review assessment. In other words, last time you created the quiz, this time around you want to take the quiz.

The main point here is that the UI is created based on what is inside the JSON file, which could be different with every JSON file. So, don't just make the page work with the current contents of the JSON file, but with any possible contents. You may assume of course the order or the key:value pairs inside it, but not the number of questions, points, options etc. The format stays the same, but the content varies.

(3) None of the other project functionality is going to be tested or expected this time around either, so focus only on the task at hand.

**Extra Notes**
[bookmark: _GoBack]Last project, mp06 is included in the zip file. Use files you need, leave ones not needed out of mp07 file. The last file was to build an instructor area that allowed the instructor to login and create quizzes with specific requirements. This project is adding on to that project, but only using necessary files.
