1. How is climate change currently affecting the earth's ecosystems? Include examples from at least two different geographic regions in your answer.
2. Compare and contrast the governmental policies designed to control population growth in China and Mexico.  Be sure to identify the specific policies used in each country.  Evaluate the effectiveness of each approach in reducing fertility rates:  Which policies have been most effective, and why?
3. Energy conservation and efficiency are sound ideas for all of us.  Discuss five energy conservation measures that you, personally, could adopt in various aspects of your life.
4. Discuss the provisions of the Endangered Species Act of 1973.   In your discussion identify those aspects of the law that have been effective and those that are controversial.  Should the ESA be modified?  If so, how and why, and if not, why not?  Justify your position.
5. Discuss the use of biological organisms to remove hazardous contaminants.  Give specific examples of two types of organisms that can be used and the contaminants they can clean up.  Identify two advantages of using living organisms and two problems associated with using this method.

6. Discuss why endemic species living on islands are particularly vulnerable to extinction.  Then discuss two additional characteristics that make a given species particularly susceptible to extinction.  Provide a specific example for each.

7. Describe the interactions of the effects of ozone depletion, global climate change, and acid deposition on North America.  Why might these interactions be described as synergistic?
8. Define genetic diversity and explain the importance of genetic diversity for crop plants and livestock.  Identify one way genetic diversity is lost in organisms and discuss one benefit and one difficulty of lower genetic diversity.

9. Discuss the role of individuals in water conservation.  What actions can you take to conserve water?  What are the obstacle(s) to these actions, and how might they be overcome?
10. Describe in detail the process of Nitrogen Fixation, how it is involved in the Nitrogen cycle, which organisms in nature are involved in fixing nitrogen, and which organisms benefit the most from this process.
